Be it enacted by Her Excellency the Governor of Tasmania, by
and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and
House of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as follows:

3. Obijects of Act
The objects of this Act afie

4. Principles which are basis of Act

(@) the right of every child to receive an
education until the child completes Year
12, the year of home education
equivalent to Year 12 or an approved
learning program;

(b) the right of every child, during the years
of education from kindergarten to the
year commonly known as Year 2, to be
supported by developmentally
appropriate learning frameworks that
recognise the child as an active learner
and support the delivery of an enquiry
based curriculum;

(c) that the State recognises the role and
importance of ac hi | d 6 s parents o
education of their child;

d t hat the State recogni ses
parents are the first and most important
educators of the child;

community working collaboratively to
engender a commitment in all sectors in
Tasmania to achieving the best
educational outcomes for children;

the importance of the provision by the
State of universal access to education
through the maintenance of a government
education system;

the importance of providing the
foundation for lifelong learning;

that the provision of education at a
school recognises the individual needs of
children with disabilities and, to that end,
persons involved in the administration of
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this Act and the provision of education at
a school will make appropriate,
reasonable provision for those needs.

(1) A parent of a schoedged child, or a schoelged
child who is living independently dm his or her
parents, may apply to the Minister to exempt the
child from the requirement to enrol at a school or
be home educated.

(2) An application is to be in writing and made in
accordance with the Ministerial instructions.
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(3) The Minister, at higor her own discretion or on
the application of a parent or a schagled child
under subsectior{1l), may grant a schoaged
child, or a class of schoalged children, an
exemption from the requirement to be enrolled at
a school or be home educated if sfatid that it
Is in the best interests of the child, or children, to
be exempted.

(a) grant the exemption subject to any
condition; and

(b) impose awg further condition, or vary or
revoke any condition, at any time.

(5) The Minister is to publish an exemption granted
under subsectior{3) to a class of schoaged
children in a manner he or she considers
appropriate.

(b) if the exemption is revoked before the
expiration of that period, when it is
revoked.

14. Certificate of exemption

(1) A certificate of exemption is a certificate that
states that the scheabed child specified in it is
exempt from the requirement to be enrolled at a
school or be home educated on the conditions
specified in, or attached to, it.
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(2) If the Minister undersectionl3 exempts a
particular schoehged child from the
requirement to enrol at a school or be home
educated, the Minister is to issue a certificate of
exemption to the parent of the child, or the child,
who applied for the exemption, or to both the
parent and the child if the Minister considers it
appropriate.

If an exemption granted undesectionl3 is
revoked, the parent or scheajed child to
whom a certicate of exemption was issued
undersectionl4 must return it to the Minister.

Penalty: In the case of a contravention by a
parent, a fine not exceeding 5 penalty
units.

Penalty: Fine not exceeding 15 penalty units
and, in the case of a continuing
offence, a further fine not exceeding 2
penalty units for each day during
which the offence continues.

(2) If a court finds a pant guilty of an offence
undersubsectior{1), the court, instead of or in
addition to imposing a fine, may make a
community service order within the meaning of
